MINUTES OF THE TOWN OF SMYRNA BEER BOARD

Kiermaier, and Martin Tunnell spoke concerning the application. Following discussion, Crystal
Stone mad a motion to approve the off premise permit application. The motion was duly
seconded by Michael Forrest.
