MINUTES OF THE TOWN OF SMYRNA BEER BOARD
June 5, 2023

The motion to defer was duly seconded by Board
Member Amy Harrison, and following further discussion, approved unanimously. A copy of said
document is attached and incorporated herein by reference as Exhibit “1”.

The Board next considered under new business an application for on premise permit for Karen
Thai and Sushi, LLC dba Karen Thai and Sushi. Owner, Lamthoun Pathana, spoke concerning the
application. Following discussion, Board Member Stephen Cramer made a motion to approve the
on premise permit.
