Following discussion, Board Member,
Ben Franklin made a motion to defer consideration of this application to the June meeting to
allow opportunity for a representative to be present and answer questions related to the
application.

Following discussion, Vice-Chairperson Jason Surratte made a motion to approve the
off-premise permit for this location. The motion was duly seconded by Board Member Michael
Forrest.
