MINUTES OF MEETING OF THE REGULAR SESSION OF THE

ON OCTOBER 14, 2014

The Town Council of the Town of Smyrna, Rutherford County, Tennessee, met in
regular session at 5:00 p.m. on October 14, 2014 at Town Hall with the Honorable Mary
Esther Reed, Mayor, presiding.

Mayor Reed called the meeting to order. The invocation was offered by Chaplain
Bill Hunter, Smyrna Police Department. The pledge of allegiance was led by Collier
Nodine, Eagle Scout.

1. Approval or Correction of Minutes of the September 9 and September 30,
2014 meetings.

The Town Council first considered a motion by Council Member Rick Wise to
approve the minutes of the September 9, 2014 regular session of the Town Council and
the September 30, 2014 regular work session of the Town Council. The motion was duly
seconded by Council Member Tim Morrell. Following discussion, the motion was
approved unanimously.

2. Correspondence/Communications.

There was no correspondence or communications to be presented to the Town
Council at this time.
