MINUTES OF MEETING OF THE REGULAR SESSION OF THE
TOWN COUNCIL
OF THE TOWN OF SMYRNA
ON DECEMBER 9, 2014

The Town Council of the Town of Smyrna, Rutherford County, Tennessee, met in
regular session at 5:00 p.m. on December 9, 2014 at Town Hall with the Honorable Mary
Esther Reed, Mayor, presiding.

Mayor Reed called the meeting to order. The invocation was offered by Chaplain
Leonard Rader, Smyrna Police Department. The pledge of allegiance was led by boy
scouts in the audience.

1. Approval or Correction of Minutes of the November 10 and November 24,
2014 meetings.

The Town Council first considered a motion by Council Member Rick Wise to
approve the minutes of the November 10, 2014 regular session of the Town Council and
the November 24, 2014 regular work session of the Town Council. The motion was duly
seconded by Vice-Mayor Marc Adkins. Following discussion, the motion was approved
unanimously.

Town Manager Harry Gill announced a Christmas Celebration at the Depot on
December 13" from 5-9 p.m. He reported that the Christmas parade was a huge success.
