MINUTES OF MEETING OF THE REGULAR SESSION OF THE
TOWN COUNCIL
OF THE TOWN OF SMYRNA
ON FEBRUARY 11, 2014

The Town Council of the Town of Smyrna, Rutherford County, Tennessee, met in
regular session at 5:00 p.m. on February 11, 2014 at Town Hall with the Honorable Mary
Esther Reed, Mayor, presiding.

Mayor Reed called the meeting to order. The invocation was offered by Chaplain
Leonard Rader, Smyrna Police Department. The pledge of allegiance was led by Rielly
Harris, 3" grade and Reese Harris, 5t grade at David Youree Elementary.

1. Approval or Correction of Minutes of the January 14 and January 30, 2014
meetings.

The Town Council first considered a motion by Vice-Mayor Marc Adkins to
approve the minutes of the January 14, 2014 regular session of the Town Council and the
January 30, 2014 regular work session of the Town Council. The motion was duly
seconded by Council Member Paul Johns. Following discussion, the motion was
approved unanimously.

2. Correspondence/Communications.

There was no correspondence or communications to be present to the Town
Council at this time.

3. Awards and Recognitions.

Mayor Mary Esther Reed deferred the resolution for Henry Grady Cole to next
month.




4. Consent Agenda.

c. Approval of the terms of, and authorization for the Mayor to execute,
a contract with CGI relative to research of infrastructure and amenities of
communities.

d. Approval of the terms of, and authorization for the Mayor to execute, a
contract with Pyro Shows relative to the 2014 Town of Smyma Fireworks
Show.

e. Approval of the terms of, and authorization for the Mayor to execute,
an agreement with the Regional Transportation Authority for the Relax
and Ride Service FY 2013-14.

f. Approval of the terms of, and authorization for the Mayor to execute, an
application for the HOME Program administered by the Tennessee
Housing Development Agency.
