MINUTES OF MEETING OF THE REGULAR SESSION OF THE

ON NOVEMBER 10, 2015

The Town Council of the Town of Smyrna, Rutherford County, Tennessee, met in
regular session at 5:00 p.m. on November 10, 2015 at Town Hall with the Honorable
Mary Esther Reed, Mayor, presiding.

1. Approval or Correction of Minutes of the October 13 and October 29, 2015
meetings.

The Town Council first considered a motion by Council Member Paul Johns to
approve the minutes of the October 13, 2015 regular session of the Town Council, as
corrected, and the October 29, 2015 regular work session of the Town Council.
