ON JUNE 9, 2015

The Town Council of the Town of Smyrna, Rutherford County, Tennessee, met in
regular session at 5:00 p.m. on June 9, 2015 at Town Hall with the Honorable Mary
Esther Reed, Mayor, presiding.

Mayor Reed called the meeting to order. The invocation was offered by Golf
Course Director Hal Loflin. The colors were presented by the Rutherford County Young

1. Approval or Correction of Minutes of the May 12 and May 28, 2015
meetings.

The Town Council first considered a motion by Council Member Rick Wise to
approve the minutes of the May 12, 2015 special called meeting of the Town Council, the
May 12, 2015 regular session of the Town Council, and the May 28, 2015 regular work
session of the Town Council. The motion was duly seconded by Council Member Tim
Morrell. Following discussion, the motion was approved unanimously.

2. Correspondence/Communications.

Town Manager Harry Gill announced that the Town is hosting a golf scramble for
United Way on June 19", Anyone interested in entering a team can call Town Hall.



3. Awards and Recognitions.

Golf Course Director Hal Loflin reported that the Smyrna Municipal Golf Course
received the 50™ Annual Conservation Achievement Award for an organization from the
Tennessee Wildlife Federation.

Council Member Lori North commented on the retirement of Dr. Mary Lou Apple
from Motlow.

Vice-Mayor Marc Adkins thanked the public for their input. He also thanked the
Town Council for the unity and respect for each other.

Town Planner Kevin Rigsby stated the Major Thoroughfare Plan will be
interactive on the Town’s website.

Vice-Mayor Marc Adkins thanked the Young Marines and Gunny Pierce. He also
recognized Finance Director Rex Gaither and his staff for the work done on the budget
and Human Resource Director Jeff Craig for the compensation study.



Mayor Mary Esther Reed announced that Smyrna was ranked 10" in the state for
millennial job seekers according to Nerdwallet. She reminded the public of the Simply
Smyma Celebration on June 12" from 5-10 p.m. The 100™ Year Celebration will be at
5:00 p.m.
