ON MAY 12,2015

The Town Council of the Town of Smyrna, Rutherford County, Tennessee, met in
regular session at 5:00 p.m. on May 12, 2015 at Town Hall with the Honorable Mary
Esther Reed, Mayor, presiding.

Mayor Reed called the meeting to order. The invocation was offered by Finance

1. Approval or Correction of Minutes of the April 13, April 14, and April 30,
2015 meetings.

The Town Council first considered a motion by Council Member Rick Wise to
approve the minutes of the April 13-14, 2015 Town Council Retreat, the April 14, 2015
regular session of the Town Council, and the April 30, 2015 regular work session of the
Town Council. The motion was duly seconded by Vice-Mayor Marc Adkins. Following
discussion, the motion was approved unanimously.

Property requested to be
annexed contains approximately 8.38 acres. Second Reading.

At this time, Mayor Mary Esther Reed recessed the meeting without objection,
and a public hearing was opened related to the agenda item. No one spoke for or against
the agenda item.

At this time, the public hearing was closed without objection, and the Council
meeting was resumed without objection.

The Town Council next considered on second and final reading an ordinance
relative to the annexation and R-3 zoning of property located on Tax Map 32, part of
Parcel 19.01, (requested by Oliver Constable). Property requested to be annexed contains
approximately 8.38 acres. The recommendation of the Planning Commission was that
the Town Council approve the request. Following discussion, Council Member Tim
Morrell made a motion to approve and adopt said ordinance on second and final reading.
The motion was duly seconded by Council Member Paul Johns. Following further
discussion, the motion was approved unanimously. A copy of said ordinance, as adopted
on second and final reading, is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as if
set forth at length verbatim as Exhibit “3”.

c. PUBLIC HEARING: Consideration of an ordinance relative to the
rezoning of property located on Tax Map 29, part of Parcel 19.07,
comprising approximately 2.17 acres, (requested by Deven Shah), from C-
2 to C-2 with an H-2 Overlay. Property is located at 960 Colonnade
Drive. Second Reading.

“Everything Sale” this weekend. He announced the birth of his second grandson born on
Mother’s Day.
