MINUTES OF MEETING OF THE REGULAR SESSION OF THE
TOWN COUNCIL
OF THE TOWN OF SMYRNA
ON JUNE 14, 2016

The Town Council of the Town of Smyrna, Rutherford County, Tennessee, met in
regular session at 5:00 p.m. on June 14, 2016 at Town Hall with the Honorable Mary
Esther Reed, Mayor, presiding.

Mayor Reed called the meeting to order. The invocation was offered by Chaplain
John Upchurch, Smyrna Police Department. The pledge of allegiance was led by Rex
Gaither, Finance Director.

1. Approval or Correction of Minutes of the May 10 and May 31, 2016
meetings.

The Town Council first considered a motion by Council Member Rick Wise to
approve the minutes of the May 10, 2016 regular session of the Town Council and the
May 31, 2016 regular work session of the Town Council. The motion was duly seconded
by Council Member Paul Johns. F ollowing discussion, the motion was approved
unanimously.

Council Members Tim Morrell, Lori North and Rick Wise also commented on
how proud they were for the professionalism, dignity and grace show by the citizens and
employees of the Town during the recent tragedy.

Mayor Mary Esther Reed stated that the Independence Day Celebration on July 1*
will honor Capt. Kuss. She stated the Town had received numerous letters from around
the country regarding the plane crash. She also thanked the employees and citizens for
the way they handled the tragedy.

Mayor Mary Esther Reed recessed the meeting for five minutes.
