ON JULY 12,2016

The Town Council of the Town of Smyrna, Rutherford County, Tennessee, met in
regular session at 5:00 p.m. on July 12, 2016 at Town Hall with the Honorable Mary
Esther Reed, Mayor, presiding.

Mayor Reed called the meeting to order. The invocation was offered by Vice-
Mayor Marc Adkins. The pledge of allegiance was led by Town Clerk Dianne Waldron.

1. Approval or Correction of Minutes of the June 14 and June 30, 2016
meetings.

The Town Council first considered a motion by Council Member Paul Johns to
approve the minutes of the June 14, 2016 regular session of the Town Council, the June
30, 2016 special called meeting of the Town Council, and the June 30, 2016 regular work
session of the Town Council. The motion was duly seconded by Vice-Mayor Marc
Adkins. Following discussion, the motion was approved unanimously.

2. Correspondence/Communications.

Town Manager Harry Gill read a release from the Tennessee Department of
Veterans Services stating that the remains of WWII Private Evans Overbey will be
returneg] to Tennessee. By order of the Governor Haslam flags will be at half-staff on
July 157.

Department during the recent tragedy. He offered appreciation to the Town of Smyrna
Police Department.

Council Member Paul Johns stated he would not be seeking re-election in the fall
to the Town Council.
