MINUTES OF MEETING OF THE REGULAR SESSION OF THE
TOWN COUNCIL
OF THE TOWN OF SMYRNA
ON AUGUST 9, 2016

The Town Council of the Town of Smyrna, Rutherford County, Tennessee, met in
regular session at 5:00 p.m. on August 9, 2016 at Town Hall with the Honorable Mary
Esther Reed, Mayor, presiding.

Mayor Reed called the meeting to order. The invocation was offered by Golf
Course Director Hal Loflin. The pledge of allegiance was led by Parks and Recreation

1. Approval or Correction of Minutes of the July 12 and July 28, 2016 meetings.

The Town Council first considered a motion by Council Member Rick Wise to
approve the minutes of the July 12, 2016 regular session of the Town Council and the
July 28, 2016 regular work session of the Town Council.

Following
discussion, Council Member Tim Morrell made a motion to approve and adopt said
ordinance on second and final reading. The motion was duly seconded by Vice-Mayor
Marc Adkins. Following further discussion, the motion was approved unanimously. A
copy of said ordinance, as adopted on second and final reading, is attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference as if set forth at length verbatim as Exhibit “5”.

The motion was duly seconded by Vice-Mayor Marc Adkins. Following further
discussion, the motion was approved unanimously.
