MINUTES OF MEETING OF THE REGULAR SESSION OF THE
TOWN COUNCIL
OF THE TOWN OF SMYRNA
ON AUGUST 8, 2017

The Town Council of the Town of Smyrna, Rutherford County, Tennessee, met in
regular session at 5:00 p.m. on August 8, 2017 at Town Hall with the Honorable Mary
Esther Reed, Mayor, presiding.

Mayor Reed called the meeting to order. The invocation was offered by Chaplain
Tim York, Smyrna Police Department. The pledge of allegiance was led by Zama Sister
City Committee students.

1. Approval or Correction of Minutes of the July 11 and July 27, 2017 meetings.

The Town Council first considered a motion by Vice-Mayor Marc Adkins to
approve the minutes of the July 11, 2017 regular session of the Town Council, the July
27, 2017 special called session of the Town Council, and the July 27, 2017 regular
work session of the Town Council. The motion was duly seconded by Council Member
Tim Morrell. Following discussion, the motion was approved unanimously.

2, Correspondence/Communications.

Town Manager Harry Gill congratulated Police Chief Kevin Arnold on being
named the new president of the Tennessee Association of Police Chiefs.

3. Awards and Recognitions.

Mayor Mary Esther Reed introduced Mayor Endo of Zama, Japan. Smyrna Sister
City student David Seat and Zama student Io Sawada addressed the Town Council.
Smyrna Sister City Committee President Marc Michaelson stated Zama is going to
purchase a stone for the Jeff Kuss memorial.

The Town Council next considered a motion by Council Member H. G. Cole to
approve the terms of and authorize the Mayor to execute a contract with Barge,
Waggoner Sumner & Cannon relative to open end general engineering and environmental
services. The motion failed for lack of a second. Following further discussion, Council
Member Steve Sullivan made a motion to approve the terms of and authorize the Mayor



to execute a contract with Barge, Waggoner Sumner & Cannon relative to open end
general engineering and environmental services. The motion was duly seconded by
Vice-Mayor Marc Adkins. Following further discussion, the motion failed on a roll call
vote of 2-5 with Council Members H. G. Cole and Steve Sullivan voting “yes” and
Mayor Mary Esther Reed, Vice-Mayor Marc Adkins, and Council Members Tim Morrell,
Lori North and Racquel Peebles voting “no”.

She also
reported the Senior Citizens will have their annual Spaghetti Dinner on August 25%.

Parks and Recreation Director Mike Moss stated the Cruise In is August 11" and
the Depot District BBQ Fest is August 19" from 6 to 9 p-m.

The Mayor and Town Council congratulated Chief Arnold on his appointment as
President of the Tennessee Association of Police Chiefs.

Mayor Mary Esther Reed stated the Night Out Against Crime had over 500 in
attendance. She congratulated her husband who will graduate Saturday from MTSU with
his Master’s Degree. That same day her parents will be celebrating their 50 wedding
anniversary. She then offered condolences to Nashville Mayor Megan Barry on the loss
of her son.
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Vice-Mayor Marc Adkins wished his son a “Happy Birthday”.
