MINUTES OF MEETING OF THE REGULAR SESSION OF THE
TOWN COUNCIL
OF THE TOWN OF SMYRNA
ON SEPTEMBER 12, 2017

The Town Council of the Town of Smyrna, Rutherford County, Tennessee, met in
regular session at 5:00 p.m. on September 12, 2017 at Town Hall with the Honorable
Mary Esther Reed, Mayor, presiding.

1. Approval or Correction of Minutes of the August 8, August 31, and
September 8, 2017 meetings.

The Town Council first considered a motion by Council Member Tim Morrell to
approve the minutes of the August 8, 2017 regular session of the Town Council, the
August 31, 2017 regular work session of the Town Council, and the September 8, 2017
special called work session of the Town Council.

Vice-Mayor Marc Adkins thanked Carolyn Peebles for the job she did for the fish
fry. He wished Council Member Steve Sullivan, Council Member Lori North, and Mayor
Mary Esther Reed a “Happy Birthday”. He also wished his wife, Connie, a “Happy
Anniversary”.



Council Member Racquel Peebles thanked the Artist Cooperative for their support
of the Art Crawl. She remembered the families of the hurricane. She also wished her
daughter, Nora, a “Happy Birthday”.

Council Member H. G. Cole encouraged citizens to shop local.
Council Member Tim Morrell stated that Rotary funds go to local charities.

Mayor Mary Esther Reed reported that the Farmer’s Market ends September 16%.
She encouraged the public to see the new exhibit at the SOAC named “Blood Suckers”.
The SOAC Fright Nights are October 13" and 14®. Halloween in the Park is October
28" at Sharp Springs Park. She stated that the Town does not designate a day for trick or
treating. She gave the State of the Town address to the Senior Citizens and attended
Stewart Creek High School’s 9/11 Ceremony.
