
MINUTES OF MEETING OF THE REGULAR SESSION OF THE 

TOWN COUNCIL 

OF THE TOWN OF SMYRNA 

ON MAY 8, 2018 

The Town Council of the Town of Smyrna, Rutherford County, Tennessee, met in 
regular session at 5:00 p.m. on May 8, 2018 at Town Hall with the Honorable Mary 
Esther Reed, Mayor, presiding. 

Mayor Reed called the meeting to order. The invocation was offered by Rex 
Gaither, Finance Director. The pledge of allegiance was led by Kevin Rigsby, Planning 
Manager.

1. Approval or Correction of Minutes of the April 9, April 10 and April 26, 

2018 meetings. 

The Town Council first considered a motion by Council Member Tim Morrell to 
approve the minutes of the April 9-10, 2018 Town Council Retreat, April 10, 2018 
regular session of the Town Council, and the April 26, 2018 work session of the Town 
Council.

h. PUBLIC HEARING: Consideration of an ordinance relative to the 
amendment of Chapter 7 "Temporary Sign Provisions", Section A 
"General Requirement" of the Town of Smyrna Sign Ordinance regarding 
banners. Second Reading.

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6. New Business:

i. Consideration of an ordinance relative to the rezoning of property 
located on Tax Map 34P, Group A, Parcels 2.00 and 3.00, 
containing approximately 3.14 acres, (requested by Hawre 
Mohammed), from C-2 to C-5. Properties are located on Old 
Nashville Highway. First Reading. 

The Town Council next considered on first reading an ordinance relative to the 
rezoning of property located on Tax Map 34P, Group A, Parcels 2.00 and 3.00, 
containing approximately 3.14 acres, (requested by Hawre Mohammed), from C-2 to C-
5. Properties are located on Old Nashville Highway. The recommendation of the 
Planning Commission was that the Town Council deny the request. Following 
discussion, Council Member Tim Morrell made a motion to deny and reject said 
ordinance on first reading. The motion was duly seconded by Vice-Mayor Marc Adkins. 
Following further discussion, the motion was approved unanimously. A copy of said 
ordinance, as denied and rejected on first reading, is attached hereto and incorporated 
herein by reference as if set forth at length verbatim as Exhibit "10". (Ordinance #18-
15). 

ii. Consideration of an ordinance relative to the rezoning of properties 
located on Tax Map 270, Group C, Parcels 1.00, 2.00, and 4.00, 
containing approximately 1.06 acres, (requested by Howard 
Spain), from P&0-1 to C-4. Properties are located at 409, 413, 
and 415 Enon Springs Road, East. First Reading. 

The Town Council next considered on first reading an ordinance relative to the 
rezoning of properties located on Tax Map 270, Group C, Parcels 1.00, 2.00, and 4.00, 
containing approximately 1.06 acres, (requested by Howard Spain), from P&0-1 to C-4. 
Properties are located at 409, 413, and 415 Enon Springs Road, East. The 
recommendation of the Planning Commission was that the Town Council approve the 
request. Following discussion, Vice-Mayor Marc Adkins made a motion to approve and 
adopt said ordinance on first reading. The motion was duly seconded by Council Member 
Lori North. Following further discussion, the motion was approved unanimously. A copy 
of said ordinance, as approved and adopted on first reading, is attached hereto and 
incorporated herein by reference as if set forth at length verbatim as Exhibit "11 ". 
(Ordinance #18- 16). 

b. Packaged Liquor Board Report:

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c. Appointment of one (1) member to the Storm Water Advisory 
Committee to serve a two (2) year term ending 2020.

Water Advisory Committee. Council Member H. G. Cole nominated Brianne Begley to 
the Storm Water Advisory Committee to serve a two (2) year term ending 2020. With no 
further nominations, Brianne Begley was appointed. 

d. Consideration of an ordinance adopting the budget for fiscal year 
2018-2019. First Reading. 

The Town Council next considered on first reading an ordinance adopting the 
budget for fiscal year 2018-2019. Following discussion, Council Member H. G. Cole 
made a motion to approve and adopt said ordinance on first reading. The motion was duly 
seconded by Council Member Steve Sullivan. Following further discussion, the motion 
was approved unanimously. A copy of said ordinance, as approved and adopted on first 
reading, is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as if set forth at length 
verbatim as Exhibit "12". (Ordinance #18-17). 

e. Consideration of an ordinance adopting the property tax rate for 
fiscal year 2018-2019. First Reading. 

The Town Council next considered on first reading an ordinance adopting the 
property tax rate for fiscal year 2018-2019. Following discussion, Council Member Tim 
Morrell made a motion to approve and adopt said ordinance on first reading. The motion 
was duly seconded by Council Member Racquel Peebles. Following further discussion, 
the motion was approved unanimously. A copy of said ordinance, as approved and 
adopted on first reading, is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as if set 
forth at length verbatim as Exhibit "13". (Ordinance #18-18). 

f. Other. 

The Town Council next considered a motion by Council Member Steve Sullivan 
to approve a lighting expenditure of up to $14,000 at the Event Center. The motion was 
duly seconded by Council Member Tim Morrell. Following discussion, the motion was 
approved unanimously.

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8. Announcements.

Vice-Mayor Marc Adkins attended the Business Education Partnership Breakfast 
this past Monday. He thanked all teachers for the job they do. He stated bracelets are 
being sold for Smyrna High Drama teacher, Shannon Williams. He offered condolences 
to Dianne on the loss of her son.
