
MINUTES OF MEETING OF IBE REGULAR SESSION OF THE 
TOWN COUNCIL 

OF THE TOWN OF SMYRNA 
ON FEBRUARY 12, 2019 

The Town Council of the Town of Smyrna, Rutherford County, Tennessee, met in 
regular session at 5:00 p.m. on February 12, 2019 at Town Hall with the Mary Esther 
Reed, Mayor, presiding. 

Mayor Reed called the meeting to order. The invocation was offered by Vice­
Mayor Marc Adkins. The pledge of allegiance was led by the Smyrna High School 
Bowling Team.

1. Approval or Correction of Minutes of the January 8, January 30, and 
January 31, 2019 meetings. 

The Town Council first considered a motion by Council Member Tim Morrell to 
approve the minutes of the January 8, 2019 regular session of the Town Council, the 
January 30, 2019 special called session of the Town Council, and the January 31, 2019 
work session of the Town Council. The motion was duly seconded by Council Member 
Racquel Peebles. Following discussion, the motion was approved unanimously. 

2. Correspondence/Communications. 

There was no correspondence or communications to be presented to the Town 
Council at this time.

e. Approval of the terms of, and authorization for the Mayor to execute, an 
extension contract with Vision relative to website design services. 

f. Approval of the terms of, and authorization for the Mayor to execute, a 
change order with Romach Construction relative to additional work at the 
Captain Jeff Kuss Memorial. 

g. Approval of the terms of, and authorization for the Mayor to execute, a 
contract with Ragan Smith Associates relative to design services for 38 
South Lowry Street (formerly Tire World). 

h. Approval of the terms of, and authorization for the Mayor to execute, a 
Memorandum of Understanding between the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers and the Town of Smyrna relative to tree replacement along the 
Jefferson Springs Greenway Extension.

Council Member Gerry Short announced that Smyrna High School is hosting the 
district high school tournament, and Sister City is having a chili supper on February 23rd

Vice-Mayor Marc Adkins thanked Tom Rose and Kevin Rigsby on the roads 
update meeting held prior to the council meeting. He wished his wife a "Happy 
Valentine's Day".
