6. Consideration of a request for approval of a final plat utilizing septic systems
from James P. and Juanita Still at 3178 Morton Lane.

The Planning Commission
approved the plat and would recommend the same to Council,

This land donation was included as part of the PUD approval for Cornerstone at Smyrna and is
for a Town public safety building. The Planning Commnission is required to review the
acquisition of the land by the Town and recommended approval.

The motion was duly seconded by Council Member Steve Sullivan. Following further
discussion, the motion was approved 6-0. A map of said donation, as approved, is attached
hereto and incorporated herein by reference as il set forth at length verbatim as Exhibit “12.”
