The Town Council of the Town of Smyrna, Rutherford County, Tennessee, met in regular
session at 5:00 p.m. on February 7, 2023, at Town Hall with the Honorable Mayor Mary Esther
Reed presiding.

Mayor Reed called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. The invocation was led by Smyrna
