The Town Council of the Town of Smyrna, Rutherford County, Tennessee, met in regular
session at 5:00 p.m. on April 9, 2024, at Town Hall with the Honorable Mayor Mary Esther Reed
presiding.

Mayor Reed called the meeting to order at 5:01 p.m. The invocation was led by Smyrna
Police Department Chaplain, Tim York, and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Senior Activity

3. Approval or Correction of Minutes of the March 12, 2024 regular meeting and the
March 28, 2024 work session meeting of the Town Council.

The Town Council first considered a motion by Council Member Tim Morrell to approve
the minutes of the March 12, 2024 regular meeting and the March 28, 2024 work session
meeting of the Town Council. The motion was duly seconded by Council Member Steve
Sullivan. Following discussion, the motion was approved 7-0.

d. Approval of the terms of, and authorization for the Mayor to execute
an agreement with United Communications to extend the Town Fiber
Network to the New Jefferson Pike Fire Hall.

e. Approval of the terms of, and authorization for the Mayor to execute,
a contract with Safe Industries for Fire Department Apparatus
servicing.

f. Approval of the terms of, and authorization for the Mayor to execute,
an amendment to the original June 2015 agreement with Drapac
Investments, LLC.
